As Knowledge Mobilizes, Paradigms Shi
Earlier concepts of knowledge mobilization tended to envision
facilitated movement of researcher-generated knowledge between
dyads (such as researchers and clinicians or researchers and
policy-makers). However, when applied to complex systems
that involve the interaction of multiple stakeholders and diverse
perspectives, concepts have undergone a paradigmatic shi .

is session will describe how a complex area of healthcare
(mental health) is approaching knowledge mobilization with an
updated paradigm that recognizes the diversity and complexity
of knowledge and harnesses these qualities as strengths. Practical
applications of this shi - within a multi-stakeholder population will
be discussed. e approach is based on the ndings of a recently

completed environmental scan and scoping review; the results

and updated knowledge exchange framework are helping to guide
the development of a national Knowledge Exchange Centre being
implemented by the Mental Health Commission of Canada but
have broad applicability across many elds. technology/techniques,
ethics, and empathy to be more inclusive.
